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The Board may authorize the operation of a summer school program for students in the district.  Approval and scope of the program will be considered each spring.
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Subject to yearly review, the board authorizes the superintendent to develop and operate a summer school program.  If driver education is offered, it will be conducted as a summer school program under the guidelines of the State Department of Education.  Other types of programs, such as Title I and related programs may also be considered.


Title I Program

Finance
This program may be funded totally or in part with federal funds.  District funds may be used to supplement or expand the program if sufficient federal funds are not available or if students not eligible for Title I programs are enrolled.


Purposes
The primary purposes of Title I or related summer programs are as follows: 


1. Provide added assistance in math and reading for students who are potential candidates for retention in the elementary grades;

2. Bolster the skills of students who are having difficulty keeping up with other students in basic skills;

3. Keep student skills from slipping during the summer months.


Organization
Since the purpose of summer instructional programs is to provide remedial or developmental assistance they will be limited in enrollment, time and scope.  The following are guidelines for organization:

1. Length of Summer School:
     Classes will be limited to a maximum of 29 instructional days.
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2. Structure:
  There may be two types of programs, as follows:

A) Remedial program for students having great learning difficulty, usually falling under the guidelines for use of Title I federal funds;


B) Developmental programs for students who have slipped below expected average performance and who need assistance to keep skills on par with other students.

3. Class Time:
   The superintendent shall have the authority to organize the time periods of summer classes in a way to best suit the needs of the students, subject to approval of staff requirements by the board.  Classes will not extend past 12:00 noon.


4. Enrollment Guidelines:
a) Selection of Students
The following guidelines will be used in identifying students for summer school:

1) Students scoring below the 50th percentile, in the summer school instructional areas, on the district achievement test;

2) Students recommended by the teacher(s) with most recent knowledge of student’s actual performance;

3) Other appropriate standards that may have a factual bearing on poor student performance (applies only to developmental classes--see b below).

b)  Number of Students
Enrollment in remedial classes will be limited to no more than five (5) students per class periods and, if practical, may be kept smaller for maximum effectiveness.  Enrollment in developmental classes will be limited to eight (8) students per class period.
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c)  Ages of Students
Enrollment will be limited to beginning students who have finished Kindergarten or are age six and extending to students who have completed the sixth grade.

d)  Attendance     Students who enroll will be expected to maintain regular attendance.  Special arrangements may be made for Bible School or family vacations.

e)  Enrollment Procedures
Parents will be notified, in writing, of the recommendation for summer school enrollment no later than May 10 or two weeks prior to the end of the spring semester.  Parents must commit to student enrollment no later than the last day of school for the spring semester.  Enrollment will be on a first-come, first-serve basis until classes reach maximum enrollment levels.
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
