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Rawlins County High School and Colby Community College have a cooperative agreement to allow eligible juniors and seniors to enroll in courses, during the regular high school day, and receive academic high school credit as well as academic college credit for Kansas State Board of Education approved courses successfully completed.  Each student who satisfactorily completes course work shall be granted appropriate credit toward fulfillment of the requirements for graduation from each institution.  


USD #105 will not be responsible for any payment of tuition fees.  Each student shall be responsible for both the payment of textbook rental at Rawlins County High School and for tuition fees, including required textbooks and materials, at the postsecondary education institution.


Instructors who teach dual credit classes will not be paid any amounts greater then the current contracted amount from USD #105.  It will be the responsibility of the postsecondary institution to establish instructor compensation and payment time lines for their services as postsecondary instructors.


Instructors teaching dual credit classes shall develop two syllabi - one for high school credit students and one for college credit students.  For college credit classes, the syllabus shall include attending at least four scheduled evening classes during the semester.  The syllabi should show a significant difference in the work required between the high school credit and the college credit.


The high school principal shall be responsible for the evaluation of the teacher and course as instituted for high school credit.  It is the responsibility of the postsecondary institution to evaluate the instructor and course in regards to postsecondary credit.


Dual credit classes will be offered in the following classes:  English Comp I, English Comp II, Speech, Psychology, U.S. History To Reconstruction, and U.S. History Since Reconstruction.  Dual credit classes will be offered during the spring semester of the school year with the exception of U.S. History To Reconstruction, which will be offered during the fall 
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semester.  In order for a student to enroll in the dual credit classes, they must have a 1st semester grade of 80% or above in the high school class.  For U.S. History To Reconstruction the student must have a year grade in American Government of 80% or above.
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
