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At the time of graduation, the Board of Education will recognize graduating seniors who demonstrate outstanding academic achievement in high school.
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The Board of Education will have two levels of recognition for graduating seniors which pertain to recognition for total academic work while in high school.  These levels will be High Honors Students and Honors Students.


Recognition

Transcripts
Commencing with the graduating class of 1990 of USD #318 and the graduating class of 2004 of USD #105, and in accordance with provision of this policy, students who demonstrate outstanding academic achievement in high school will have notation of this achievement conspicuously marked on the official transcript.  A notation will be typed, stamped, or both, indicating the student is designated either as a HIGH HONORS STUDENT or HONOR STUDENT.  The appropriate notation will appear on each page of the official transcript.


Permanent School Plaque
Commencing with the graduating class of 1990 of USD #318 and the graduating class of 2004 of USD #105, the district will place in a conspicuous location in the high school a plaque or plaques listing the names and the year of graduation of all students who are designate as HIGH HONORS STUDENTS.
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Graduation Ceremony
Honor Students will have the privilege of wearing a recognition cord or sash around their neck over their graduation gown.  High Honors Students will have the privilege of wearing a recognition cord or sash around their neck and to wear a high honors medallion around their neck over their graduation gown.  The medallion is to be approved by the Board of Education.  In addition, High Honors Students will receive a special plaque of recognition for the honor they have earned.

Qualifications for Honors Recognition

Qualifications for district recognition of a student as an HONOR or HIGH HONORS STUDENT will be as follows:

HIGH HONORS STUDENT QUALIFICATIONS
1) The student must meet the following grading standards:

A) Have at least 3.825 grade point on a 4.0 scale for all credit work, or:

B) Have at least a 3.75 grade point on a 4.0 scale if they have taken all courses recommended by the Kansas State Board of Regents for a college preparation curriculum.  Students failing to take all courses recommended by the Board of Regents will be governed under A. above, and;

C) The student will have no more than one (1) equivalent unit credit (two semester grades) of C grade and no grade below a C.

2) The grade point for High Honors calculations will be determined by officially recorded semester grades.
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3) All grades applicable toward graduation, including the semester grade for the last semester the student is officially enrolled, will be used in determining High Honors standing.
HONORS STUDENTS QUALIFICATION
1) The student must maintain an overall 3.35 grade point average on a 4.0 scale, and;

2) The student must have no grade below a C and no more than two (2) equivalent units of credit (4 semester grades for credits of unit weight) below a grade of B;

3) All grades applicable toward graduation, including the semester grade for the last semester the student is officially enrolled, will be used in determining Honors standing.


All other designations or titles in recognition of academic achievement, such as valedictorian, will be discontinues following the 1988-89 school year for USD #318 and for the 2003-04 school year for USD #105.
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
