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DP


Unpaid or overdue accounts disrupt accounting practices within the district.  All Persons who have unpaid or overdue accounts with the district shall be notified at least twice by the superintendent that their account is overdue.  If after the second notice the account is not paid in full, or arrangements have been made with the superintendent to pay the account, a third and final notice shall be sent by the superintendent by registered mail.
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        DP-R

Each person having an unpaid or overdue account with the district shall be notified by the superintendent that their account is unpaid and/or overdue and the reason for the billing.  If the person disagrees with the district’s records, a meeting shall be held with the superintendent in order to review the records of both parties.


A third and final notice and billing shall be sent by the superintendent, using the district’s form, if satisfactory arrangements have not been completed after the second notice.  Expenses for registering the notice, plus postage and stationary costs shall be added to the original bill.


If full payment is not received by the clerk of the board within seven days after receipt of the final notice and bill, authorization for the enforcement of collection may be obtained through the local small claims court in compliance with Kansas statutes and board approval.
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
