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It is the intent of the Board of Education to assure that all students will have an equal opportunity to participate in the schools educational and activities programs without regard to sex, race, color, national origin, disability or handicap.
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While there may be legitimate guidelines governing participation in the educational programs and activities of U.S.D. #105, these guidelines shall not be restrictive solely on the basis of sex, race, color, national origin, disability, or handicap.  In so far as is practical, alternative special educational programs or activities will be provided for all students unable to participate in the regular academic program.  Both male and female students will have equal opportunity to participate in all school academic programs, including vocational programs.


The Guidance Department of U.S.D. #105 will implement guidelines to assure equal opportunity for all students regardless of sex, race, color, national origin, disability, or handicap.  All members of the faculty will be advised that both the instructional and activities programs of the school district will be implemented and carried out in a way to assure all students have equal opportunity to participate without regard to sex, race, color, national origin, disability, or handicap and as regulated by the Kansas State High School Activities Association.
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
